Proposed Committees
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Membership Committee:  The Membership Committee will be responsible for devising new membership campaigns, evaluating the different membership categories, recommending new categories and evaluating the qualification for individuals.
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Nominations and Elections Committee:  The Nominations and Elections Committee will be responsible for soliciting nominations from the membership for open positions on the Board of Trustees, overseeing the election and counting the final ballots to determine the winners.
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Bylaws Committee:  The Bylaws Committee will be responsible for periodically reviewing the AAAM Bylaws and recommending (and writing) any changes to be voted on by the AAAM Board of Trustees.  This committee will also be responsible for evaluating the Bylaws for each local chapters.
